GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR LIFTING OF BOOKS
1. Sealed Tenders are invited by the undersigned from registered vehicle’s owner. Union of Trucks, Canter etc. who have the capacity to lift and supply the text books as per the schedule mentioned hereafter. Tender should reach in the office of DPC SSA, District……………… by 2 P.M. on 25.03.2011 and the same will be opened on the same day at 3 P.M. in the office of the DPC or ADC of the district concerned by a committee comprising ADC-cum-Chairman SSA, District Elementary Education Officer and DPC SSA. Those tenderers who wish to be present at the time of opening may reach accordingly.
2. Each Tender should be accompanied with an earnest money of Rs. 20000/- in the form of Bank Draft in favour of the DPC SSA of the district concerned. Earnest money in cash or by cheque will not be accepted.

3. The rates should be quoted net FOR destinations in district at various schools falling on a shortest route as fixed by the DPC SSA of the district. There might be one or more shortest route (s) within the district as fixed and decided by the DPC SSA so that one vehicle is used for sending books to all schools which fall on that route. It has to be clearly understood by the bidder/tenderer that covering only one school in one round and so on is not the aim of allotting tender. Rather the department would object to complete the task in the least number of rounds covering maximum schools.  The bidder/tenderer may know about the ‘routes’ from the DPC SSA concerned. 
4. In case of successful bidder the amount of earnest money would be converted into security which would only be refunded after the successful performance of order. In addition to it, he would submit a bank guarantee equivalent to 5 % of the contract amount assigned to him within 2 days and in case of failure to perform the contract that amount of Bank guarantee shall be forfeited along with the security money by the Parishad.

5. Tender once accepted shall not be allowed to be withdrawn, altered or cancelled in part or as a whole. In case of any default the earnest money shall be forfeited and in that situation the decision of the ADC-cum-Chairman SSA of the district concerned shall be final.

6. The District Project Coordinator or Chairman SSA, District concerned reserves the right to withdraw the work in part or in whole, in case of serious default on the part of the firm/unforeseen reason, after placing the order.

7. The security will be released on receipt of bill along with all delivery vouchers and other documents and after the successful performance of the contract.
8. The decision of allotting the work shall rest with the Additional Deputy Commissioner-cum-Chairman SSA, District concerned. If the supplier does not accept the offer so made, his earnest money is liable to be forfeited to the DPC SSA.

9. The entire work assigned to the supplier will have to be completed and supplied within fifteen days from the receipt of order. The penalty for delay will be as under :-

Rs. 500/- per day per truck load for five days. After 5 days, the authority can get the book lifted from another listed trucks/Union at the risk and cost of the tenderer.

10. An undertaking in the form of an affidavit duly attested by a Notary/1st Class Magistrate shall be enclosed to the effect that the supply shall be made as per the prescribed schedule in the terms of tender.

11. If the job is returned by the supplier unexecuted after accepting the same the security amount deposited shall be forfeited in full.

12. The Bidder should have never been black-listed by Centre/State Govt. /Education Board/Corporation and should have never done any Government work in an unauthorized manner. An affidavit on Non-Judicial paper duly attested by first class Executive Magistrate/Notary Public should be submitted to this effect including non-executive of work/any dispute/case pending in any court.

13. Any violation of any terms and conditions of this tender would result in forfeiture of security and Bank guarantee along with cancellation of contract in addition to other penal action as per the provisions of criminal/civil law.
14. Any dispute rising out of this contract which shall not be amicably settled between the parties the same shall be settled by way of arbitration under the provision of Arbitration and conciliation Act, 1956 as amended from time to time. The State Project Director, HPSPP, Chandigarh shall be the sole arbitrator whose decision will be final and binding upon the parties. All disputes shall be settled at Chandigarh.

15. Incomplete and conditional tenders shall not be accepted.

16. The rates and the earnest money for the lifting and supply of the text books should be quoted in a separate envelope which should be sealed and it should be clearly mentioned on the envelope “Rates for lifting and Supply of Text Books” and “Earnest Money for lifting of Text Books.”

17. Payment: 90% of the contractual amount will be paid within 20 days after the lifting and supply of text books and receipt of the text books. Rest 10% will be paid/released only after successful completion of the work/order.

18. The Supplier shall give the following certificates/declarations and submit the same along with the bid :-

a) Demand Draft for earnest money of Rs. 20000/-

b) An undertaking in the form of an affidavit as prescribed at point no. 10

c) An affidavit as prescribed at point no. 12
